((Read the Set Aside Prayer, then Begin Reading the Big Book))
The purpose of this meeting is to study the big book so please keep your shares on what we have
read this evening. Also, please keep your shares to under 3 minutes so more people have time to

share, and we do discourage cross- talk and the use of profanity.

5 minutes before the end of the meeting:

Does anyone have a burning desire to drink today?
Anonymity is the spiritual foundation of all our traditions, ever reminding us to place principles
before personalities. I have the right to say that I am an alcoholic and attended this meeting but I

do not have the right to say that you are or that I saw you here.

Prayer.
